	A.  Proposal for SPAN 2313 & 2315—both Spanish language courses for native Spanish speakers, due to response/complaints by students who were native speakers in courses with non-native speakers—presented by Irma Valdez.
B.  Proposal PHED 1116 (Intermediate Jazz Dance) & 1131 (Beginning Contemporary Dance)—two new activity classes presented by Mr. Corkran.  Questions were posed as to fees charge & would they be enough to rent facility; Mr. Corkran said yes, they would & Blinn wouldn’t be making profit on fees.
C. Proposal for THECB mandated changes for MATH (algebra) prerequisites in CHEM 1411, PHYS 2425, & PHYS 2426—presented by Mr. Bohlmeyer & Dr. Honan.  Will affect Engineering majors most, as they must take MATH 1314 before matriculating.
D. Proposal for ENGT 1407 (Digital Fundamentals) presented by Mr. Hammond.  Course is for Engineering majors, giving them skills necessary for team-based design projects, and was requested by TAMU, as well as in ACGM.  BC has no lab for it, but TAMU has offered their facilities  via an MOU.

E. Other new proposals:  

Proposal for new course in Business, Information Technology, & Public Service on Human Resources and Organizational Behavior to be put forward by Mr. M. Schaefer during summer for vote in summer via electronic vote.  Mr. Hammond will send it out before end of semester.

Another request for new course for a Construction Science course from TAMU, with computer applications.  Dr. Bussiki said it would be in Fine Arts for Architecture Dept. at TAMU.
