	III.  New Business 
	A.  Proposal to change prerequisite for EDUC 1300-- presented by HF Poehlmann, to read “must be college ready on reading & writing component of THEA (OR alternative test) OR approval of the Division Chair.  Change to take place for summer & fall.  Dr. LaCour to see that online catalog reflects this change immediately because summer registration begins Monday, 4/19/10.

B.  Proposal for change prerequisite for BIOL 1411-- presented by Amanda Chau, to read “Prerequisite: [none] (Exemption from or passing score on the reading section of the state test or completion of READ 0306 with a ‘C’ or higher score.).”

C.  Proposal for new courses:  SRGT 1244, SRGT 2361, revision of degree plan for Surgical Technology AAS—presented by Dr. Parrott.  Certificate & degree both approved by THECB in summer 2008 but have not offered the degree previously.
D.  Proposal for deletion of courses:  BUSI 1307, BUSI 2302—presented by Mr. Schaefer.  Courses being eliminated by THECB from WECM inventory.  WE currently run 300-400 students through these courses.  To stop elimination from WECM, THECB must receive 2 letters challenging this, which Mr. Schaefer plans to do.  May have to ask for them as local or unique needs courses, which would only entail a change in number.

E. Proposal to change Curriculum Committee bylaws to elect Chair for 2-year term—presented by Mr. Hammond with explanation that it will allow for learning curve to learn the position, with newly elected Chair as Chair-elect for one year.  Many positive comments in support of this.

F. Election of new Chair, subject to #D above—to be Chair-elect.
	A.  Motion by Dr. Parrott, 2nd by Ms. Sharpe.  Approved, with one abstention (Dr. Blanche Brick).
B.  Motion by Dr. Blanche Brick, 2nd by Dr. French.  Passed unanimously.  Dr. Beaver will work on the wording for correct grammar; to send to Dr. LaCour for the online catalog for summer/fall by Monday, 4/19/10.
C.  Motion by Michael Schaefer, 2nd by Mr. Hoppens.  Approved unanimously.

D.  Mr. Schaefer to further investigate this issue, possibly presenting as local or unique needs courses.  Will have an email vote from committee during the summer.

E.  Motion by Mr. Hammond, 2nd by Mr. Schaefer.  Approved, with one opposed.

Motion by Mr. Schaefer for Mr. Hammond to stay one more year as Chair, 2nd by Mary Barnes-Tilley.  Approved unanimously.  Bylaws to be corrected over the summer to reflect term change and Chair-elect.

F.  Linda Flynn (Library) selected as Chair-elect, to become Chair for 2011-12 academic year.
