Dr. French called the meeting to order at 1:32 p.m.
The minutes of the September meeting were approved as distributed.

1. New Business 
a. Janet McNutt presented a proposal to add Reading 0305 as a co-requisite to several criminal justice courses. Program review and other assessments have indicated that many students are unable to read at the level the textbooks are written. Phasing in the Reading requirement is an attempt to address this problem and is similar to the requirements of other technology programs. Student success will be tracked to assess if the reading requirement has an effect and if a higher reading course is needed.   Motion: Karen Buck moved that READING 0305 be added as a co-requisite to CJSA 1312, CJSA 1322, CJSA 1327, CJSA 2334, CJSA 2388, CRIJ 1301, CRIJ 1306, CRIJ 1307, CRIJ 1310, and CRIJ 1313; to go into effect for Summer 2009. Mary Barnes-Tilley seconded and the motion carried.
b. Rick Church presented course deletions for 12 physical education courses which are no longer being offered. Motion: Nancy Wright moved that the courses listed below be deleted from the catalog. Mark Wilkening seconded and the motion carried.

Courses deleted: PHED 1103 Int. Aerobics, PHED 1106 Int. Billiards, PHED 1108 Int. Bowling, PHED 1116 Int. Jazz Dance, PHED 1119 Int. Self Defense, PHED 1120 Beg. Softball Techniques, PHED 1121 Total Fitness, PHED 1129 Synchronized Ice Skating, PHED 1147 Sport Development 1, PHED 1148 Sport Development 2, PHED 1149 Sports Conditioning 1, PHED 1150 Sports Conditioning 2.
2. Announcements

a. Dr. French brought up the question of whether FORS 2440 might be considered as fulfilling a Natural Science requirement for graduation for Criminal Justice students. The course was originally approved as a special needs course but is now in the academic course guidelines. No action was taken.
b. Dr. LaCour requested the division chairs to help get all courses transitioned from WebCt to Angel. Instructors must be trained and get their courses moved to Angel before WebCt becomes unavailable at the end of 2008. The new standards for distance learning courses will be used to review all existing online courses. Instructors do not have to wait for the completion of the standards before offering new online courses.

c. Dr. French announced that there are many blanks in the course transfer information on the college website. Divisions should try to get transfer information from the listed institutions and complete the website tables. Bob Lovelidge pointed out that the transfer information is only valid if it comes from the Admissions Officer or Articulation Agreement Coordinator of the institution.
